New Retail ‘Avenue’ in
Cornhill at Tower 42

‘The Avenue’ is a pedestrian
walkway bordered by retail units
which wraps around the Tower 42
building, connecting Old Broad
Street to Bishopsgate.

The new 77,000 square feet (sq ft)
of retail space includes outlets
like Joe and the Juice, Marks and
Spencer, the restaurant and
bakery Paul and gastropub
Broadleaf.

“The City is crying out for more
quality retail space,” said Philip

Lewis, CEO of the Tower 42 Estate.

“The Avenue responds to this and
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provides the occupiers on the
Estate and in the surrounding area
with modern amenities.”

“There are more than 4,000 people
working here on the Estate so the
new retail has a ready-made on-
site catchment of customers, which
is further enhanced by other offices
and businesses nearby.”

Tower 42 estate already manages
500,000 sq ft of office, retail and
leisure spaces including the newly
opened 15 Bishopsgate which was
pre-let to co-working company
WeWork and is home 1,000 people.

The Tower 42 building was originally
opened in the mid-1980s as the
NatWest Tower, designed by
architect Richard Seifert.

At 182 metfres, it was Britain's

first skyscraper and held the fitle

of the tallest building in the City for
30 years

Cornhill Councilman Peter
Dunphy who is also Chairman of
the City’s Licensing Committee
welcomed the development
“This development of a previously
underutilised space is welcome
adding to the variety of retail and
leisure in the Ward”
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By the time this ward newsletter is
distributed, the new-look Aldgate Square
will be open to the public, ahead of its
formal public opening on 4 July.

This project has taken several years and
involved major changes to the highway
layout and public realm improvements.
The main aim was regeneration of the
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area for the benefit of business and the
local community. And the area has had
more greenery infroduced alongside

a new public space and improved lighting
— making the area more inviting — a place
for people to linger, socialise and enjoy.
Safety for road users has been enhanced
including new cycle routes and pedestrian
access.

The City Corporation is encouraging small
businesses to check if they are missing out
on business rate tax relief.

A significant new addition
is the Portsoken Pavilion,

a steel and glass building
housing a social enterprise
café operated by Kahaila
and providing a new hub
promoting events, leisure
and play.

While Aldgate Square is
the centerpiece of this
fransformational scheme
(sitting between Sir John
Cass's Foundation Primary
School and St Botolph
without Aldgate Church),
it has been joined by an

eastern public space at the junction of
Middlesex Street and St Botolph Street.

Changes to the traffic layout were
completed early in the project timeline.
The finished area provides new pedestrian
crossing points and allows easier
navigation of bus services.

The project has infroduced two-way fraffic
on Aldgate High Street, St Botolph Street,
a section of Middlesex Street and Minories.
It has already had a significant impact by
helping to bring air pollution at the nearby
Sir John Cass's Foundation Primary School
below the legal annual limit for the first
fime since monitoring began in 2003.

Road casualties halved at London’s Bank Junction since
traffic other than buses and bicycles banned

The number of people killed or
injured in road traffic collisions
at London’s Bank junction has
fallen by more than hailf since

it was closed to all traffic other than

bicycles and buses for 12 hours
a day on weekdays. A decision
on whether to make the ban
permanent will be made in the
coming months.

Streets around the key junction in
the heart of the City of London
have seen casualties fall by a third
since the trial of an experimental
safety scheme began on 22 May
last year, according to a report
published this week by the City

of London Corporation.

Under the 18-month trial, all
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vehicles other than buses and bicycles are banned from Bank Junction between the hours of 7am and 7pm on Mondays to
Fridays. There is also restricted access to neighbouring streets.
